Practitioner Training Investment: 

o Public course:  R9,200 per delegate 

o In-house training: conducted with a minimum number of 5 delegates, 10% discount applies. 

Travel, accommodation and subsistence costs for the trainer apply for in-house training. 

 

Cost of Annual Organisation Licence (once delegate is accredited, price valid to end Dec 2010):   

o Single User licence @ R2,500 

o 1st 4 IRIS Practitioners @ R5,750 for the license 

o 5th and subsequent Practitioner @ R950 per accredited practitioner added to licence. 

 

 

Training Prerequisites: 

1. You must have undergone an IRIS interview with feedback and results should indicate that 

you are currently comfortable dealing with complexity in the theme of Service and its 

associated capabilities (Service to Practice preferable).  In the case of having undergone a CPA / 

MCPA, a current level of capability of at least Service and Growth Curve of at least Practice.  

Results to be submitted with registration form or prior to start of training. 

2. Have experience of unstructured or semi-structured interviewing prior to the training, 

otherwise an extra day of training should be added in the form of Interviewing Skills 

Workshop. 

3. Have a sound working knowledge of HR issues and processes. 

4. Possess good interpersonal and listening skills. 

5. 1-2 years related work experience or related degree would be preferable. 

 

Notwithstanding the above, Bioss SA reserves the right at all times to decline an application to be trained as 

an IRIS Practitioner.   Please also note that Bioss SA does not accredit independent consultants as IRIS 

Practitioners unless prior arrangements to the contrary, on an individual basis, have been made. 

 

 

Accreditation requirements: 

Attending training does not automatically imply that the delegates will be accredited. For FULL 

ACCREDITATION, delegates are required to: 
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 successfully complete exercises given during training, and 

 successfully score 1 or 2 video interview during training (at trainers discretion), and 

 successfully score and give feedback on 4 x live supervised interviews during training 

(conduct and score x 2 + observe and score x 2), observed, assessed and audited by the 

trainer.   

 Each Trainee Practitioner must organize 3 x Interview candidates for their live interviews 

on the 3rd and 4th days of training. 

 

 

Maintenance of Accreditation after training and licencing: 

We need to ensure, on behalf of your organisation, that high levels of Practitioner skills are 

maintained and that acceptable quality standards are applied to the use of IRIS.    In order to retain 

active accreditation status after training, Practitioners are required to: 

 submit at least 6 results per year, 

 attend refresher workshops / complete online refreshers as indicated in your contract, and 

 submit the results of their (1(2ɀÚ carried out to Bioss SA 

 

 

Cost of interview schedules for use by accredited practitioners: 

Once trained, IRIS forms are available by online download at any time at a cost of R120 

(Organisational Licence holder) or R250 (Single User licence holder) each.  Once accredited, you
